The sketch of every part of the 2006 volume are as follows:

a. Special Reporting: The Third National Ethnic Arts Festival. In the form of articles and pictures, it
completely record every aspect of the festival held in September 5th to 25th, 2006, in Beijing. It
introduces The Ethnic Arts Festival's opening and closing ceremony, a special evening performance,
congratulations£ the pomp of the performance, the brief introduction of the programs and troupes,
the list of winners, the stories of the performance and the related information.

b. Yearly subject: Art of the ethnic minorities. We Select the text and picture information more than
30 million words, which is classified into music, dance, art, drama, story of the ethnic minorities,
as well as the summarization of the ethnic minorities culture and the special topic of the education
and research in ethnic minorities culture. We hope these authoritative and particular information
can help the reader to wholly understand the culture of the ethnic minorities.

c.Achievement of Ethnic Autonomous Areas: The introduction of QianDongNan Miao and Dong
Autonomous Prefecture, located at the southeast of Guizhou Province. As a specially designed

- column, it will recommend an ethnic autonomous area each year. The yearbook of 2006 gives an
introduction of the southeast of Guizhou Province, which is known for its culture and tourist and
also has the name of national eco-tourism Museum. The detailed information of this area can be
seen in these columns: article of the column, brief introduction of the southeast of Guizhou Province,
a glance of the cities towns, culture tourism (including: scenic spots, natural scenery, ethnic customs,
landscape and cuisine culture), famous local products, harmonious environmental building, docu-
ments link and so on.

d. Policy guide: this part includes the ethnic laws and important documents promulgated by the
Chinese government, the important speeches of high officials of CCP and the State, the speech
and reports and articles of the leaders of the State Ethnic Affairs Commission of PRC, policies and
documents of State Ethnic Affairs Commission of PRC, local policy and documents on ethnic
people. It also introduces the contents of the 2006 States Ethnic Affairs Commission Conference
+ by a special report. -

e. Ethnic affairs: as a part of the yearbook, 16 catalogues are divided by ethnic work of the State,
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local ethnic work, celebration of autonomous areas, action of prosperous borders and wealthy
people, helping the development of ethnic minorities with less population, Western China

development, poverty relief , culture and art, news and publishing, relics and archaeology,

science and technology study and popularization, medical health, sports and tour and so on,
which reflect in detail the development about every work of the ethnic groups.

. Ethnic Informationalized construction: there are three parts, including policy and measure on

ethnic information, informationalized progress, informationalized website construction, as well
the introduction of new development, new experience, new productions of ethnic
informationalized construction in the system of State Ethnic Affairs Commission of PRC and
ethnic areas. The information of government websites of ethnic autonomous regions, autono-
mous prefectures are also provided.

. Ethnic Personages and Commendation: this part introduces the leaders of State Ethnic Affairs

Commission of PRC, ethnic personages in media circle, the commended personages with re-
lated form.

h. Great Events: this part involves top 10 news on ethnic groups in the past 2005 and the
important matters of ethnic work in 2005,which is edited by time-order.

i. Statistics and Analysis. As a new column in 2006 yearbook, it uses a great deal of statistics, to

conduct an in-depth analysis and prediction of the ethnic development situation. It is divided
into several parts which consists of the development situation of the ethnic area in the "eleventh
five-year plan", brief introduction of the ethnic's development, overview of the ethnic autono-
mous regions' development, overview of the ethnic autonomous prefectures' development, over-
view of the ethnic autonomous counties' development and so on.

j. Information Platform: The content of this part includes: the latest ethnic study book catalogs,

index of papers of ethnic work study ,ethnic press and press houses in ethnic areas, catalog of
National Non-material Cultural Heritages(ethnic areas) , directory of the sixth National key
units to be protected (ethnic areas), the information and inquiry of institutions of State Ethnic
Affairs Commission of PRC, index of thesis about ethnic work and study, index of contents of
the Yearbook 2006.

. Most of the manuscripts of this yearbook of 2006 were achieved before December 31, 2005. In
order to embody the effectiveness of the yearbook, submitting time of some manuscripts were
extended to October 2006, which were marked in the book.
