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About the Painter -

Soong Liming was born in Xi'an, Shaanxiin 1957. He is also
known as the “Cartoonist of Chang'an”. He's a very famous
cartoonist, writer and calligrapher, he's also the grandson of Niu
Zhaolian, who was a very famous Confucian in Guan Zhong
(Central Shaanxi).

He is Chairman of the Shaanxi Comics Research Association.
He also serves as Director of the Shaanxi News & Comics Research
Association, Deputy Director of the Shaanxi Arts Council, President
of the “Western Cartoon Network”. He is also an academic leader
in Northwest University Software College, and a distinguished
expert of Shaanxi Cartoon Industry Association.

From the late 70's of the last century, Soong studied Chinese painting
technic under the tutelage of famous painter Mr. Xi Ding. When
he was forty, with the help of famous painters'LiNailiang, Mr.
Wang Peiqi, Soong decided to paint Chinese traditional comics
professionally. To date, more than 2,400 pieces of his comic
paintings has been published in national newspapers and magazines.
He has won a number of awards. -

In 2008, Mr Soong began working to promote and carry out the
reform and innovation of Chinese traditional hand-drawn comics,
he urged that Chinese cartoonist should focus more on distinct
Chinese characteristics national culture. His latest work is a long
series of documentary cartoons called "Once Upon a Time in Xi'an",
and his upcoming group painting is an interpretation of the old
spirit of the Shaanxi people called "The People of Great Qin"
(“Qin” means “Ancient Shaanxi”). His work attracted widespread
attention and praise.
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
