The district is located at 22°32" degree north (atitutde, 144%4°
east longtitude. The range of area is from the east Hongling Road
‘which links with Luohu District to the west Chegong Temple and

The east part of Shangbu District is the centre of culture,
finance and trade.

Shangbu district Is ssperated from New Territories of Hong
Kong only by a strip of water.Now there are still 2,200 mu fields
of the district in the range of the New Territories of Hong Kong.
Meanwhile about two thousand farmers from more than ten
natural villages such as Huanggang, Shangbu and Futian have
certificates for crossing the border for farming. They cross the
boarder to plant vegetables, feed fish and plant flowers as a
supplement family income. Caused by history and geography,
a lot of villagers went to Macao and abroad to make a living.
According to the statistics, there are 2,620 overseas Chinese,
14,450 compatriots in our district, which are five thousands more
than the present total agriculture population of Shangbu District.
