Vivien Leigh was born Vivian Mary hartley on the
evening of wednesday November 5th, 1913 in her par-
ents, home in Darjeeling, India.

She moved to England With her family at the age of 6
in 1920. In January of 1932, Vivien met Leigh Holman.

They married.
