The World Health Organization (WHO), established in
1948, is a specialized agency designed to further' international
cooperation for improved health conditions. Its duties included
epidemic? control, quarantine® measures, and the standardiza-
tion of drugs. Under its constitution, however, WHO is given
a much broader mandate' “to promote the attainment of the
highest possible level of health by all people.” Since the late
1970's, WHO’s goal has been “Heath for all by the year
2000”, to be achieved by focusing on’ primary health care.
With administrative headquaters in Geneva, WHO operates
through three principal organs: the World Health Assembly
which meets annually, an Executive Board of health specialists

elected for 3— year terms by the assembly, and a secretary —
