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In this unit you will:
. get information about foreign universities from news re-
ports and conversations;
. familiarize yourself with the words and expressions re-
lated to the theme of the unit;
. learn to introduce a university with these words and ex-

pressions;

. learn to pronounce English pure vowels correctly and
identify dates and years in spoken discourse;

. practice listening with other non-theme-related audio ma-
terials;

. learn to use proper words and sentence structures to ex-
press greetings and farewells.

Teaching Objectives:

1. To enable Ss to identify dates and years in listening materials;

2. To familiarize Ss with words and expressions about introducing a university
and campus life, and give them a chance to introduce their university and life
on campus;

3. To have Ss grasp pure vowels pronunciation rules and enable them to speak
correctly;

4. To have Ss form pairs to simulate situations of expressing greetings and
farewells using proper expressions and sentence structures.

Teaching Steps:

1. Familiarize Ss with the words in the Word Bank;

2. Introduce some useful background information about special terms and
proper names of people and places;

3. Listen to a news report and an interview on the introduction to universities
and campus life, and then do tasks based on listening materials;

4. Ask Ss to form pairs or groups and explain to them how to carry out the
speaking tasks;

5. Go around the classroom to supervise the Ss’ discussions;

6. Have some pairs/groups to present their views or summaries to the whole
class;

7. Conduct a role play if time permits;

8. Assess Ss’ performance by having a spelling check on the new words they
have learned.
