In the past few years there’s been a steady push to get kids with very high cholesterol on st-
atins,the LDL-lowering drugs already found in the medicine cabinets of 13 millions Americans. Now
the Americans Academy of Pediatrics—the nation’s most influential group of pediatricians—has
gotten in on the act. On Monday, it released new guidelines suggesting that docs should start testing
overweight kids or those with a family history of heart disease for high cholesterol at age 2 — and
that they should consider prescribing statins as early as age 8. Four of the drugs are already FDA —
approved for use in kids.

since the drugs’ long-term effects on kids are unknown.
