Everyone is familiar with the experience of knowing what a word means, but
not knowirig how to use it accurately in a sentence. This is because words are
nearly always used as part of an MWI. There are three kinds of MWIs. The first is
called-a chunk. A chunk is a combination of words which is more or less fixed.
Every time a word in the chunk is used, it must be used with its partner(s). Chunks
combine fixed and fluid elements of language. When you learmn a new word, you
should learn the chunk. There are thousands of chunks in English. One way you
can help yourself to improve your English is by noticing and keeping a database
of the chunks you find as you read. You should also try to memorize as many
chunks as possible.
