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Foreword

Here is a new book by General Xiong Guangkai, Chairman of
China Institute for International Strategic Studies (CIISS) and Ad-
junct Professor of Tsinghua University, Peking University, and sev-
eral other institutes of higher learning. Prior to this book, the
author’s International Strategy and Revolution in Military Affairs
was published in October 2003. It attracted widespread attention
and received favorable comments from international affairs experts,
research workers and general readers at home and abroad. In re-
sponse to requests from readers and with the author’s consent, we
have now compiled in this book a selection of General Xiong’s ad-
dresses and articles delivered or written during the last two years or
more concerning the international situation and security strategy. In
fact, the present book International Situation and Security Strategy
can well be considered a companion piece to International Strategy
and Revolution in Military Affairs.

In this book, the author makes a special effort to expound



China’s national security strategy on the basis of his analysis of the
current international situation. Concretely speaking, this book con-
sists of the following: Section one, The International Situation:
Retrospect and Prospect; Section Two, National Security Strategy
and Policy; Section Three, International Relations and Foreign Pol-
icy; Section Four, Military Diplomacy and Army Building. This is,
in reality, only a rough classification because an overall grasp and a-
nalysis of the objective situation is indispensable to a meaningful dis-
cussion of security strategy and policy. As always, the author uses
the standpoint and method of dialectical and historical materialism
in his study of international strategy. By following closely the latest
international strategic trends and taking the matter of national secu-
rity as the main thread, he gives mature consideration to and makes
fine analyses of the issues involved and presents his well-defined
views which contain a good many original ideas that prove to be
highly enlightening.

General Xiong Guangkai has had a 50-year-long military ca-
reer. Over the last decade and more since he assumed the posts of
Deputy Chief of the General Staff, PLA and Chairman of CIISS,
General Xiong has enjoyed in the course of his academic research
much help from leaders of the Party, State and Army and from sen-
ior members of academic circles as well as colleagues in CIISS. He
has also drawn inspiration from contacts and exchanges with high-
ranking political figures and scholars from abroad. As an expression
of his respect and thanks, he has agreed to include in this book some
