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This book consists of the test papers of an official Chinese Proficiency Test (HSK Basic-
Intermediate ), the analysis reports and related data released for the first time by the Center
of Chinese Proficiency Test of Beijing Language and Culture University (BLCU). The set of
test papers was used in the HSK test administered in China and Korea on December 11,
2005, taken by a total of 31,648 candidates. The statistics show that the test papers are of
high quality. This book is intended to help HSK candidates, Chinese language teachers and
other people who are concerned about HSK home and abroad to get a real understanding of
this standardized Chinese Proficiency Test.

The purposes for releasing this set of HSK (Basic-Intermediate) test papers and related
data are as follows:

to provide Chinese language learners with an opportunity to have real experience of
HSK. Chinese language learners have long wished that they could have had access to authen-
tic test papers for their practice prior to the test. Now we are able to provide such access to
them;

to help Chinese language teachers and people in related fields to know what HSK is re-
ally like; and

to provide authentic technical reports of the HSK test to assist the relevant research in
the field of language testing home and abroad.

Both prospective HSK test takers and candidates who have taken the test will benefit
from this book. The former may work on the test papers within the given time following the
directions before taking the official test and then figure out the score for each part of the test
according to the answer key and reference scale of scores provided. To get the total score of
the test, candidates can take the test using the accompanying CD-ROM of the book. The lat-
ter can find out their positions among over 30,000 test takers and their strength and weakness
in terms of their language skills if they happened to have taken the test in December, 2005,
and get to know how to improve their linguistic competence.

Chinese language teachers and people working in the field of language testing can get
the information and materials needed from the question items, analysis reports and various
data to gain an understanding of the test contents, principles, methods and relevant technical
standards of HSK. We encourage the data provided in this book to be used in research. And
we hope to see the results of the research.

Since the first HSK was developed and administered by Beijing Language Institute (the
present Beijing Language and Culture University) in 1984, the number of foreign candidates

and test takers of Chinese ethnic minorities has exceeded 1,000,000 over the past 20 years.



HSK has become an internationally well-known language proficiency test. Having the authentic
test papers and related data published shows the sincerity of the Center of Chinese Proficiency
Test of BLCU in providing excellent service to all test takers, which we believe will be well re-
ceived by Chinese language learners and people in related fields. At the same time, we sincerely
welcome comments and feedback which will help us improve the test.
