Obviously, refugees who leave their homes with guns pointed at
their backs are motivated almost entirely by push factors (although pull factors do influence their

Pull factors are those associated with the place of destination. Most often these are economic,
such as better job opportunities or . The later was an important factor in to
the United States during the 19™ century. In general, pull factors add up to better
chance for a good life and than is offered by the place of origin. When there is a choice
between several destinations, the deciding factor might be a non-economic
consideration such as the presence of relatives, friends, or at least already established
in the new place who are willing to help the newcomers settle in. Considerations of this sort lead

Besides push and pull factors, there are what the sociologists call “intervening obstacles”.
