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In some North European countries such as Norway and Swe-_
den, there is a kind of rats called traveling rats, which produce
their young seven or eight times a year. The young will grow up in
about six months and produce their own young. So, in a few years
these rats increase in great numbers. Usually they live together in
holes in the depth of high mountains and live on grass and roots of
trees. What is strange is that every three or four years, they will
migrate in thousands or even in millions, leaving a few of them in
their original living place.

The migration
mainly goes on at
night. In daytime,
they eat and rest.
