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Synopsis

The Six Minority Folk Songs spreading in Napo County of
Guangxi is the ohject of research of this thesis. From the view of
cultural anthropology, folklore, annalsology, music morpholo-
gy, music cultureclogy and music aesthetics, the author manages
to describe and analyse in detail their survival background and the
forms of the songs and the words of the songs, to analyse and in-
vestigate deeply their cultural connotation and developing course,
so as to show their value of the humanities studies.

The three steps “Documents collating-Field investigation-
Living example analysis” are the means of this subject. Docu-
ments collating focuses on the collating of the three main materi-
als: minority folk music, Zhnang folk literature and the custom
of Zhuang annals. Field investigation was carried out in 1996,
lasted 65 days, mainly in Napo County and concurrently in coun-
ties such as Funing, Jingxi, Debao, Tiandeng and Tianyang.

It’s content includes the survival background, or-the-spot
investigation and recording or the spreading range, songs names,
singing occasions, their functions, the forms of transfer and in-
heritance the historical source of Six Folk Songs, Living example
analysis fouses on the music styles of various songs from the musi-
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cal form, the scale, the progressing of melody, multi-parts har-
mony, decoration, rhythm, to analyse the formations of the
words of the songs from the structure and the rules rhythming,
with pattern-analysis expounding and relating-comparison ex-
pounding, t explain the Six Folk Songs and the causes of their
musical phenomenon and the causality.

The most important researching means of this thesis is to ar-
range figures in tables, with the theory of statistics and to analyse
the musical formtion based on the specific figures.

The whole thesis discuss five main parts of the subject.

1.Description of the humanities and geographical features:
to describe the natural geographical conditions, to induce the
evolation of the county’s founding and how it was suhordinated,
to investigate the history of Zhuang people in this county, to in-
troduce the cultural and the eeclogical environment of the county.

2. A glance of the folk songs: to generally expound the song
names of the Six Folk Songs, the singing styles and the spreading
range, to summarize the content of the Six Folk Songs, to point
out the rales of rhythming of the words of the songs, explain the
singing occasions and the forms of transfer and inheritance of the
Six Folk Songs.

3.The analysis of the musical pattern: from the structure of
the songs and the words of songs, the modes and musical order,
the forms fo melody the formations of multi-parts the interval of
harmony, the rules of rhythming, decorative smooth voice, to
analys one by one of the collection of the Six Folk Songs, to make
a general comparison research of the Six Folk Songs from their
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varying of the melody, the structure of the musical form, the foil
words and voices, the features of the words of the songs.

4.The culture connotation in perspective: to analyse the
richnatural connotation of the Six Folk Songs from the religious
sense, clans’culture, formations of marriage and aesthetic sense.

5. Investigation of the historical source: to explore the earli-
est time and place of the source of the Six Folk Songs; to analyse
the causes of the style of and the trend Six Folk Songs.
