Sydney Opera House

Sydney Opera House is a famous building in Sydney, Austral-
ia. It is a major performing arts center on the harbor in Sydney.
Australia regarded as the finest modern building in the country. Its
two sail-like roofs, made of uveriﬂ{)ping shells, and its remarkable
engineering have made it world famous. Tt was designed by Danish
architect Jorn Utzon, who won an international competition for the
project in 1956. Work began on the building in 1959, under the
supervision of the minister for works of the state of New South
Wales. The building’s unique design created construction problems
that required experimentation and extremely advanced engineering
technigues. Utzon resigned at a much lower angle in 1966 after a
disagreement with the government.

A team of three Sydney arcbitects-Peter Hall, ILionel Todd
and David Littlemore--was appointed to complete the work, They
proposed a number of changes in Utzon’ s design. including major
alterations in the use of some of the performing hails.

De-
spite its name, the opera house is in fact a complex that includes a
concert hall, a theater for opera and ballet, a smaller theater for
plays, a recording hall and rehearssl rooms. And a movie thea-
ter. It is the home of the Sydney Orchestra, the Australian Opera.
