At a university in the US, some international students were
asked to talk about the attitude towards alcohol (7 ) in their cultures.
The students who @ participated were from France, Japan,
Russia, and one Arab country.

According to the French student, the French drink a glass of
wine with almost every meal. For her, alcohol is an everyday part of
life, even from a young age. French parents teach their children
about alcohol. They believe a glass of red wine every day is good for
you. ®The French student also explained that people don’t drink in order
to get drunk, but rather, they drink to be sociable. @Furthermore, they
feel that drinking wine during meals helps them enjoy the taste of
their food more. ®Because the French start drinking at an early age,
they don’t think of it as being an adult activity; therefore , most young
people don’t abuse (/1) alcohol. However, if someone develops a
problem with alcohol in France they can easily find a free clinic that
will help them.

The Japanese student said that Japan doesn 't have very strict
drinking laws. He said that it's easy for young people to get
alcohol, so there are often problems with alcohol abuse. In Japan,
alcohol is sold in vending-machines ( Ba)# 541 ); this means that
even children can buy it! According to this student, there are
many accidents in Japan caused by drunk drivers. One cause of
the problem is that companies often organize drinking parties after
work, so workers feel pressure to drink.

When asked about his country, the Russian student looked
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very sad. Drinking is a great problem in his country, he said softly,
and nobody knows what to do about it. The government talks about
solutions, but no one takes the talk seriously. This problem has
deep roots in the culture and the history of Russia, the student
added, and it will only change when great changes come to the life
of the average Russian.

Finally, the Arab student talked about alcohol in her country.
Since hers is a Muslim country, alcohol is strictly ®forbidden.
® Simply put, it's against the law to sell or drink alcohol, and it is
against the religion. |t is true that some people do buy alcohol on the
black market. However, since most people obey the law, there is
no problem with alcohol abuse.
