This workbook is an accompaniment of the textbook of Grear Wall Chinese: Essentials in Communication.

The goal of Great Wall Chinese is to develop learners’ Chinese communicative competence. Different
means of teaching, such as on-line and multimedia coursewares, face-to-face teaching in class, textbooks
and workbooks etc. are employed, and the management mode to monitor learners’ progress and to test the
learning effect is also used.

There is
no new word in the exercises so that the learner can concentrate on the learning of the principal part of
