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Nanhai has abundant tourism resources and a rich category
of well—distributed tourist attractions.

Nanhai develops its tourism from a high standard and with
a good taste. A pattern featuring “one center, four scenic
zones and 23 scenic spots” has taken shape in Nanhai.

One center refers to the Guicheng city proper, the center
place of administration, culture and tourism in Nanhai.

The four scenic zones refer to Xigiao Mountain Stenic Zone
(landscape and historical culture), Xi An Scenic Zone (landscape,
teligion, and holiday culture), Xianhu Lake Scenic Zone (leisurely
holiday and recreation) and Nanguo Taoyuan (Peach Garden)
Scenic Zone (leisurely holiday and recreation).

The 23 scenic spots involve both natural landscape and
cultural and historical sites, enabling visitors to enjoy their
leisure holidays, have recreational actiyvities and appreciate
folle culture and religious culture.

These scenic zones and spots have their own distinct features
and have different functions. They present the beautiful scenery
of Ling Nan watery region (south of the Five Ridges covering
Guangdong and Guangxi), local history and culture and brand—
new image of Nanhai in its modernization drive.
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
