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Abstract

The issues concerning agriculture, countryside and farmers
( ACF) are the most arduous tasks that we face in the course of
modernization, and they are also the greatest difficult problems
in overall planning and all-round consideration for urban and
rural as well as building the comparatively well-off society. They
relate to a series of important issues of China, such as
industrialization, urbanization, common prosperity, sustainable
development and people first, etc. ACF is not only a realistic
problem but also a strategic problem and not only an economic
problem but also a politic problem. As to the ACF, what is the
reason for its formation? What is its economic essence? How to
deal with the relationship between government, market and ACF
in market economy? Whether the countryside public policies are
the fundamentality reasons that cause the issue of ACF? Which
economic contents should be comprised in the countryside public
policies in shunting economy? How to better the political process
of the countryside public policiesY How to make the countryside
public policies progress towards the way to improve efficiency
and fairness? The answers to hereinbefore questions are the
premises to perfect the mechanism of the countryside public
policies formation and to solve thoroughly the issues of ACF.

Discussing the economic contents of the countryside
public policies in shunting economy by virtue of the externality
and public goods theory, based on substance.

In this chapter, the book analyzes the necessity of carrying
out the countryside public policies, analyzes the characteristics of
public goods of establishing market rules, analyzes the economic
contents of the countryside public policies on rule, analyzes the
externality for making up market deficiency and the
characteristics of public goods, analyzes the economic contents of
the countryside public policies on strategy, analyzes the
dynamics and levels of the economic contents of the countryside
public policies.
