The Caiyuan site is the most important ruin founded in Ningxia during the neolithic age, which is the
source of many neolithic cultures of northwest of China, especially the Qijia culture.

The bronze culture is the dawn of the human civilization . Ningxia is not only the channel of many
ethnic groups, but also the key original area of the bronze culture. Many sites of bronze culture were

founded from Yinchuan to Guyuan, including the sites of the Xizhou culture and the prairie culture.

Because many relics of the bronze culture characterized by the nomadic style , archaeologists called




them the northern bronze culture.

Many graves and sites of the Han dynasty also were founded in Ningxia. Some tombs just like that
of the Central Plains. During that time, the massive populace arrived Ningxia from the Central Plains with
the advanced technology of agriculture and handicraft industry, resulting the local economical culture
prosperity and the development. The research indicated that many irrigation ditches like the Qin and Han
were built during the Han dynasty. The relics of that time proofed high technological level, some of them
styled by nomadic groups. All of these indicated the suitable culture unification of different nationalities
was obtained, taking Han Nationality as main body culture.

The Sui and Tang dynasties saw unification of China once again. As Military forts, Shuofang(Yinchuan)
and Yuanzhou(Guyuan) had great development in politics, economic, military and culture. The northern way
of the Silk Road passed through the mountainous area of the south of Ningxia, which became the important
channel of connecting the western region and the Central Plains. The graves of Li-xian, Tian-hong and the
Shis founded in Guyuan have rich characters of northwest nationalities. Moreover, they have the
extremely high value of art and research.

After 11th century, the Dangxiang people established the Tangut dynasty, taking Yinchuan as their
capital. The Xixia Mausoleum, as Outstanding representative of the Tangut ruins, is also elite of Ningxia
history culture . People called Tangut the mysterious kingdom of the Silk Road which occupied the
northwest of China nearly for 200 years. In recent years, researchers of Ningxia and abroad had made
great efforts to uncover the mysterious veil of the Tangut culture, discoding the Tangut characters, obtain-
ing high reputation in the international academic field.

We have also get great achievements in the petrogram and the Great Wall. A few international
symposiums of petrogram were hold in Yinchuan. Many experts came to Ningxia to investigate the Great
Wall, especially the Great Wall of the Warring Sates and the Ming dynasty which causing tremendous
influence in domestic and abroad.
