Stone Landscaping, with picture and writing including
in the book, is a professional book introducing how to
coordinate stone scenery with other scenery-build elements
to compose the environmental landscape design. Theme
issues include Introduction of stone art, Soul of stone art
and Appreciation of stone scenery. The book starts with
the natural scenery and gradually moves to the topic of
various forms of humanistic stone scenery, i.e. Scenery of
natural stone; Landscape of sculpture; Landscape of
Scenery of stone carving craft; and Landscape of stone
inscription, etc.

Moreover, the book selected 80 sites of stone sceneries
from scenic parks to appreciate, which are essence of stone
scenery from ancient to modern times in China.
