PREFACE

In order to relief and eliminate poverty in one of poorest area of China, Chinese govern-
ment has been carrying out an integrate poverty reduction project in 27 poorest counties of
Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region and Gansu Province through using World Bank loan
since 1999. The project coverage enlarged to 40 counties in 2001,

Poverty monitoring and evaluation system, as a part of the Inner Mongolia and Gansu Pover-
ty Reduction Project(IMGPRP), has been set up on the base of cooperation of National Bureau of
Statistics(NBS), State Council Leading Group Office of Poverty Alleviation and Development,
and Project Provinces. NBS takes Poverty Monitoring and Evaluation in IMGPRP Area as one of
the major tasks to support the governments effort to alleviate poverty. Rural Survey Organization
(RSO) of NBS is responsible for operation and management of this works. The provincial bran-
ches and the county survey teams of RSO in project area take part in the data collection. Up to the
end of 2003, five years data were collected, forming the very bases of Poverty Monitoring and
Evaluation Report 2003 for Inner Mongolia and Gansu Poverty Reduction Project.

This report is consisted of two parts. The first part is the analysis of the monitoring results.
It contains five chapters. 1. Project background and methodology introduction. 2. Poverty situa-
tion and household welfare. 3. Improvement of development opportunity. 4. Welfare transition of
the low income group. 5. Coverage, support scale and targeting of the project. The second part
of the report is related statistics: 1. Main statistics of project counties. 2. 1999~2003 main mo-
nitoring results of project area. 3. Aggregated survey data of 2003.

The report tries to evaluate the impact of the project on the poverty alleviation of this
area, objectively. However, it is complicated and difficult to give out a complete and overall
evaluation on the project impact on the economy, ecology and the social development, for
the initial conditions and the dynamic factors faced by project villages and non-project villa-
ges are different, and some long term impact are still hiding behind the huge input. Any
suggestion and comment are deeply welcome.

In the process of our survey and report formulation, many experts contributed their valuable
suggestions and advice. Among them, we would cspecially thanks Mr. Petros Aklilu, Ms, Sari Sod-
