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FOREWORD

Speak Chinese has been recompiled according to the overall design recently made for the
curriculum of short-term training in Chinese. It is intended for the learners who already

have a vocabulary of about one thousand words.

Speak Chinese is designed to meet the practical needs of foreigners studying and living
in China. Emphasizing both language functions and structures, it is composed of units
that present situational dialogues. Throughout Speak Chinese , words and expressions as
well as sentence patterns commonly used are repeated in the texts and exercises. The

instructional materials are organized from easy to difficult and step by step.

In order to help learners grasp the general rules of Chinese, the notes of each lesson are
supplied aiming not only to illustrate the meanings and usages of the key words, but al-

so to expand learners’ knonledge of the constructions.

The original edition of Speak Chinese consists of two volumes, twenty lessons per vol-
ume. Each lesson consists of four parts: a text, new words, notes and exercises. En-
glish translation is provided for the notes. At the end of the book there is a complete
vocabulary list. A pilot study was conducted on the book after its draft was completed
and modification was made to part of it acconding to the results received from the trial.

Mr.Kang Yuhua and Mr.Dai Huiben participated in the modification of the book .

The new edition of Speak Chinese is one of series “BLCU Choice Chinese Textbooks for
Learners Overseas” now, and the original two volumes have been combined into one.
Taking the opportunity of its reprinting, we have made necessary revisions in the text-

book again so as to meet the needs of learners. Here we would like to express our heart-



felt gratitude to the editors of the press and other colleagues who have showed their in-
terest in and given support for the publicatcon of this book.
