Abstract

The advent of sex education in the early 20" century
is of great importance in culture and education in China,
and, it is for the first time in literature that this paper
makes a systematic discussion of the issue from the per-
spective of the history of education. The shift of paradigm
in the historical development of sex education is dis-
cussed. The study of sex education is intended to provide
a new understanding of the modernization of education in
China.

The sex education in the early 20" century occurred at
a time when China was increasingly influenced by the
West, and the new type of intellectuals played a crucial
role in sex education. Many educators and thinkers partici-
pated in the theoretical discussion, some of whom went so
far as to practice sex education in schools. What education-
al theorists widely and deeply discussed includes issues as

to what to be included in sex education, why, how, and
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when to conduct it, and who will be the educators. These
theorists became the vanguards of the time. Having been
introduced and advocated in the first decade of the 20" cen-
tury, sex education became prosperous in the 1920s and
1930s, when a large amount of pertinent literature was pub-
lished. The curricula standards issued by the educational
administration included sex education in it, and such cour-
ses as physiology and health education also had sex educa-
tion as a part of the content. Knowledge about sex became
popular in schools.

The advent and prosperity of sex education was not
merely an educational phenomenon. It also contributed to
the change of modern culture and ideology. Therefore, sex
education should have a role to play beyond schools and
should be studied and integrated into the big picture of mod-
ern ideology and culture.

This paper selects Lu Xun, Zhou Zuoren, Zhou Jian-
ren, Pan Guangdan and Zhang Jingsheng as cases for study,
unveils the complex cultural background of sex education,
and analyses the paradigm conflict of knowledge reflected in
sex education. The spread of sex education by Western peo-
ple had a big role to play in the advent and prosperity of sex

education and the appearance of Mrs. Margaret Sanger in
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China aroused a heated debate on birth control. After that,
birth control came into practice. This event had a far-reac-
hing influence on modern conception.

The purpose of historical study is not to describe his-
torical phenomena, but to reveal the causes beyond histor-
ical events. Sex education that appeared in the 1920s is
intrinsically related to the theme of the times. Independ-
ence, democracy, prosperity and the corresponding ideas
of nationalism, individualism and scientism are all reflec-
ted in sex education. The initiation of discourses about
sex represents the pursuit of the intellectuals for the pros-
perity of the nation and individual liberty. From a wider
perspective, it can be found that sex education represents
a shift to modernization, and that it interrelates with the
changing of social customs and values. A new perspective
is then formed to review issues on modern culture and ed-
ucation.

Modern history is a history of intellectuals exploring mo-
dernity, and the theories and practices of sex education in
the early 20" century were, to some extent, characterized by
modernity. The history of sex education provides today’s
practices with the following helpful implication: educators

will have to keep tradition and modernity, science and hu-
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manity, and individual and collective in a balanced manner.
Wisdom has to be drawn on traditional culture so as to devel-
op moral personality and supermoral spirits. In this way, the
state of the golden mean, appropriateness and harmony will

be achieved.
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
