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Abstract

There are two common feelings when we face schools in China, especially public
senior high schools; all the same system and cumicula; lack of individuality.
However, those common points of Chinese schools contribute to characteristics of
senior high education in China. Education in China was quite individual in 1920s
and 1930s. Why this state did not inherit naturally?

The value of senior high education experienced a tentative selection, Iwo
breakings and two transformations during the last 100 years. Therefore, 5 types of
form came into being corresponding to different historical periods: noble full
characterism, executivism, politicalism, entrance examism and qualitism. They
constructed a centennial orientation and value transmigration of senior high education
in China. The change of value line, coincidentally with principle innovation and
revision, or with principle crashing and restoration, reflected overall charactenistics of
Chinese education, individuality and developing stages of different schools, against
background of specific value orientation in historical time. Schools in China
experienced three times of individuality discard. It leads to no distinguished break up
and progress in schools construction. With qualitism becoming a main stream today
entrance exams will be an ultimate totem, and the construction of school individuality

i in a real ineubation.
