Fifteen years ago Zhongguancun was an idea about the size of one street. It then com-
prised a mere 1-by-2-centimeter grid on the map. Nowadays, Zhongguancun is a genuine
community. Zhongguancun production and development have spawned five major sectors:
photoelectric, bicengineering & advanced medicine, new synthetics and environmental protec-
tion, each driven by information technology. From 1998 to the end of 2000, hi-tech compa-
nies grew in number from approximately 500 to more than 8000. Concurrently, the number of
employees has increased from fewer than 10,000 to 290,000. In area, Zhongguancun encom-
passes about a third of Beijing City. It sells 40% of China’s indigenously manufactured com-
puters. In each of the past 10 years, Zhongguancun’s economic growth has consistently ex-
ceeded 30% .
