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Abstract

Nowédays the new development of capitalist globalization, high-
technical revolution and capitalist basic contradiction, the changes and
new characteristics of proletarian structure and social class of developed
countries, the intensive change of the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe,
partial resurgence of socialism, the crisis and rigorous challenge of
French communism etc. lead to a series of problems about realizing so-
cialist essence and mode and its relationship overall and deeply. After
some European communist parties, such as Italian communist party,
running toward the direction of “social party”, French communist party
is the most powerful one at present which is called “the latest European
communist base " by westem counter communist. In order to overcome
the serious crisis of communist theory caused by the intensive change of
the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe, to get rid of all kinds of misunder-
standings about Maxism, French communist party seriously included so-
cialist historical experiences in 20th century. From 1900s of the last cen-
tury till now, they included and applied “Neo-communism”, carried out
ideological discussion widely and actively, ran policy’s  adjustment
deeply and seriously, and explored new recognitions which are in line
with time development and realism’s requirement. It showed the new
tendency of European communist doing theoretical inclusions according to
the last important revolutions, and also showed the new image of walking
toward 21st century. The time background of “Neo-communism” is dif-
ferent at all from that when French communist predecessors explored so-

cialism. Under the French peculiar political democracy and the powerful
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rule of capitalist party for a long time, French communist had its pecu-
liarity about understanding Maxist theory and running socialist practice: to
lead off to establish people line of counter fascism, to begin to get rid of
the Soviet and international interference in the middle of 1930s, to run
on the way of exploring communism which was different with the one of
the Soviet Union as soon as the end of the second world war, to make
French socialism become the main part of European communism. In the
course of continuous socialist exploration for 80 years, French communist
accumulated abundant political experiences and undergone serious fail-
ures. New era, new things and new problems asked French communist to
change the theories and policies which have carried out for a long time,
and to draw up the aims and workable projects which are in line with law.
That French communist dared to draw up “Neo-communism”, and car-
ried out socialist revolution had profound social historical background.
+ “Neo-communism” not only won’t leave from the predecessors’ ideologi-
cal developing track, but also had the innovation through the reconsidera-
tion toward the past all kinds of standpoints. The second part of this arti-
cle discusses that “Neo-communism” is based on Maxism, and has con-
tact relationship with Maxist basic principles: to come after that European
communism and social democracy had many important influences on this
theory, to prove that European communist reforming thinking supplied
many precious experiences to this theory, to clarify that this theory inher-
ited the glorious tradition of French communist predecessors, to insist on
promote the theory’s development with innovating mettle. “Neo-commu-
nism” is an integration of many standpoints, peculiar analyses and new
inclusions. It covered an abundant content of economy, politics, ideo-
logical image and social other aspects. This article summarized its main
content to three parts: methodology, reconsideration toward communism
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and communist new project, and this article also explored them respec-
tively. Firstly, this theory’s methodology focused on “to transcend
Maxism” and “to transcend capitalism”, its peculiar standpoint was full
of materialist theory; secondly, its reconsideration toward communism
was showed on the thorough denial toward the Soviet mode, and changes
the reconsideration’ s course into the impetus of French communist estab-
lishing new communist party and new communism which used open and
democratic principles to replace democratic concentrated principles which
is insisted on for a long time, and cancelled socialist “interim” to object
to mechanically understanding “Maxism”. These actions expressed the
fir determination with which French communist firmly abolished rigidity
socialist old traditions and established new socialism; thirdly, < commu-
nist new project > is French communist’s core paper in 21st century
which described the aim of participative humanist new communism, drew
up ten social sevolutionary projects, and referred to a series of new atti-
tudes, such as “civic interference”, “new league of left advanced pow-
er’, “globalization of development and cooperation together” and so on.
This article made a new evaluation toward the theory of “Neo-commu-
nism”, and summarized and discussed Neo-communist theoretical status:
“Neo-communism” was a new attempt that Maxism was used in French so-
ciety nowadays; was a leading thinking with which French communist es-
tablished “communist party in new mode”; promoted French communist to
realize history cormrectly and to establish the future; was a new exploration
to overcomes social democratic limitation; was a new theory to forbid
extremely-freedom’ s danger; promotes French communist to make new
achievements to European communism. In the point of discussing the val-
ue of French communist’s “Neo-communism”, it made the powerful e-
valuation. This article also made analyses on the shortcomings of “Neo-
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communism”, it thought that “Neo-communism” was still in the way of
exploration and it needed more time to become more mature; and it power
is less on getting rid of party’s domestic divergence and on strengthen
party’s consolidation. There were a lot of difficulties on its way ahead.
The writing of this article had the following characteristics: (1) As a the-
sis to study foreign communist party’s socialist theory, its standpoint is
peculiar. During the twenty years of reforming and opening to the out-
side, there are many outcomes that domestic learning associations study
foreign all kinds of communism and other parties, and the achievements
have reached a very high level. These articles about exploring foreign
communist party’s thinking, movements, organization’s conditions and
their actions often are published on paper. This article makes communist
party’s theory as the main explored object, but not explores its practicing
course. That it makes the practice as the second place won’t hinder the
accomplishment of exploration’s aim, on the contrary, deeply study to
theory can promote the realizing level of practicing course. (2) Theory’s
study has a depth in some degree. This article focused on the comparison
between French communist’s history after the Second World War and the
theory of “Neo-communism” after the cold war on the base of the first-
hand data’s collection and arrangement. It is a new and timely thinking.
Through the combination of history’s comparison and reality’ s analyses,
it discussed the relationship between French communism and “Neo-com-
munism”, and found the profound ideological and historical reasons
caused from “Neo-communism” so that it won’t be difficult for us to un-
derstand. When siudying, this article focused on the point that French
communist’ s new theory is the necessary outcome of social change. Some
of problems this article involved are universal. Through the above study,
French communist’s communist change won’t be thought as temporary
