(4) The requirements of Council Directive 72/462/EEC @ should continue to apply only to the import of
live animals, since the new hygiene rules and Directive 2002/99/EC will supersede its rules on fresh
meat and meat products.

(5) M is necessary, however, to provide for certain implementing rules to remain in force pending the
taking of necessary measures under the new legal framework.
