A Brief Introduction to TJRTVU

Tianjin Radio and TV University
(TJRTVU) is an institution of higher
learning affiliated with Tianjin Municipal
Education Commission. Its teaching
programs are under the guidance of China
Central Radio and TV University
(CCRTVU) . TIRTVU was established in
1958 with the name " Tianjin Radio and
Correspondence University ( TRCU )", which was the first distance leaning institution in China to
conduct teaching through the media of radio and correspondence. The name of TRCU was changed
to TIRTVU in 1979. This was approved by Tianjin Municipal Government and the National Education
Commission. Mr. Li Shaohong is Chairman of the Administrative Committee and Mr. Feng Xuefei
is President.

TIRTVU has one open college, two schools, 22 local branches and 18 study centers, all of which
form the TVU education network covering 18 districts and main lines and industries in Tianjin. TIRTVU
campus locations have an area of 277 684 square meters and offer 468 780 square meters of classrooms.
The total number of the faculty and staff at TIRTVU is 2 686, including 1 310 full time teachers and
1 191 part-time teachers. TIRTVU is equipped with computer based campus network versatile in
perfbrmance, radio, TV, satellite VBI/IP data receiving system and video conferencing system. TIRTVU
also has an online teaching capability, a teaching affairs management capability and an office
management system, all of which form a system of modern distance education with the online teaching,
online management and online learning support service. All of these capabilities are characterized
by the blend of satellite TV and computer-based networks and platforms for three-1evel interaction
among CCRTVU, TIRTVU and local branches.

The main campus of TIRTVU is located in the center of the city, at No.1 Yingshui Road, which
is to the west of a beautiful park— Shui Shang Park, with convenient transportation and pleasant
environment. It covers an area of 16 723 square meters, which contains 468 780 square meters of
classrooms. The total number of the faculty and staff is 221, including 75 full time teachers, 62 staff
members, 31 technicians and 6 researchers with 33.8% of them having senior academic/professional
titles and 36.3% having middle rank academic titles.

TIJRTVU has managed to adapt itself to the development of economy and the needs of a
harmonious society, and aimed at promoting citizens' higher education level and improving people's
life-long learning and well-round development in Tianjin. With the goal of becoming a national first-
class modern open and distance university by 2010, TIRTVU has developed new modes of school-
operation, created more and varied levels of programs, improved campus and branch management
and enhanced its teaching quality. It has provided opportunities of life-long learning and higher
education for all, including children, senior people, the handicapped and prisoners. TJRTVU has already



formed its distinctive features and produced a great number of qualified and applied graduates who
can remain with their work units and continue to make contributions. It has become the base of modern
distance education and community education in Tianjin.

TIRTVU has offered 8 disciplines with 72 specialties in art, science, engineering, agriculture,
medicine, economics management and law since 1979. It has produced more than 100 000 junior
college graduates and undergraduates with 170 000 students getting certificates for job-specific training
and continuous education. By the autumn semester of 2004, the total number of students in TIRTVU
was 58 527. Among them, there were 48 790 open and distance learners (28 078 undergraduates and
20 712 junior college students), 7 655 students with the Adult College Entrance Examination, 1783
senior vocational students and 299 on-line college students. About 50 000 people take training courses
at TIRTVU every year.

At present, TJRTVU offers 4 kinds of programs: The first one is Open and Distance Education
Program, which is a pilot project approved by the National Education Ministry and run by CCRTVU
in collaboration with conventional universities, providing junior college programs and senior college
programs. Students with high school or secondary school certificates or post-secondary graduation
certificates can join in the respective programs after the entrance tests given by TIRTVU. The course
of study is mainly based on distance learning with a credit system. The length of the learning program
is 3 to 8 years. The second learning program is the Adult Higher Education. Students, who have passed
the National Adult College Entrance Examination, can join in the junior college program and study
in their spare time. The length of learning is normally within 3 year period. The third learning program
is a Senior Vocational Education which belongs to the category of regular higher education. Students,
who have passed National College Education Examination, can join in junior college programs and
study in full time. The length of the learning program is 3 years. The fourth program is Online Learning
which is a public program provided by the online colleges of conventional universities. It contains
junior college programs, senior college programs and undergraduate programs, which are under the
guidance of The National Distance Education Public Service Center. The students conduct distance
learning with a credit system.

TIRTVU has focused much attention on the international academic exchanges. As a member
of AAOU (Asian Association of Open Universities), TJRTVU has sent its staff and faculty to Britain,
Canada, Hong Kong, Macau and Taiwan for study or visit. Scholars from more than 10 countries such
as the United States, Australia, New Zealand and Mexico have visited TIRTVU and given lectures.
At the present time, a number of wellknown scholars and professors such as Professor Liang Zhiren,
who is a member of the Chinese Academy of Sciences as well as President of the Open University
of Hong Kong; Mr. Ren Weimin, an expert of distance education of Ministry of Education; Professor
Taylor, President of International Council for Open and Distance Education; Dr. Sun Suifang, Director
of Sun Yat-sen Peace and Education Foundation; Professor Zhuang Shanyu, President of Asia
International Open University Macau; Professor Pinny, Principal of Maricopra Community College
of America along with other famous professors have been invited to be honorary advisors, honorary
professors or visiting professors at TJRTVU.
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
