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Preface

As the strategies of reform and opening go further, city planning and landscape design
have an unprecedented development. Our Party and Nation have made a series of important de-
cisions for city planning and city greening. Central Committee of China Communism Party and
the State Council successively promulgated the City Planning Law and the City Greening Ordi-
nance, enacted the Design Criteria for City Park, the Standards for City Green Lands Classifi-
cation, the Measures for City Green Line Management, the Guide of City Green Land Design
(in revision), and other related criteria. The series of strategies and major laws guide the
green lands planning work, and provide powerful juristic proofs to this textbook.

The textbook is based on the edition published in 1992, and has new contents introducing
the green land development in last decade. In the past ten years, the urban economy has been
speedily grown with unplanned urban development and deteriorated regional environment.
Thus, most people have recognized the importance of city green land construction, and the
landscape architecture has been paid more attention to as a specific educational subject. Many
colleges and universities have set up related subjects, so a scientific textbook is urgently re-
quired as a theoretic basis for whether professional career or educational training. According to
the course setting, city green land planning is a core course of landscape architecture, and has
a close relationship with other core courses, like Theory of Landscape Architecture, Garden
and Park Design, Garden Buildings, and Landscape Engineering. To avoid the redundancy in
courses”setting, the proposal of this textbook is to summarize some principles integrated with
current urban landscape construction. In all senses, this book puts plenty of practical contents
within a good framework, so it can be used for advanced study and reference.

This book has two parts. The Part I mainly focus on the city master planning because of
the following reasons. Firstly, city planning is a highly comprehensive subject. Facing compli-
cated city/town planning issues and urbanization issues, the legal system of city planning is be-
ing improved on the basis of existing theories and experience, and then city planning is develo-

ping toward multi — subject. Secondly, the professional green land planners must have a sound
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grip of city planning principles, so that they can import advanced foreign city planning theories
and then raise new concepts for city environment design in city master planning. Thus, the Part
1 has following contents. The Urbanism Chapter supplements the content of urbanism and the
urbanization in China. The City Planning Chapter adds latest theories and refines the phases of
city planning. The City Master Planning ( Pandect) Chapter updates contents, like content and
methods of master planning and data collection, characters of cities, population appraisement,
land - use category, and land — use standards. In addition, technical index is also added. The
City Master Planning ( Specification) Chapter introduces successful cases, adds contents of in-
dustrial, residential, open spaces and road network, to integrate textbook with practical meth-
odology. At the same time, this chapter supplements road sections, external transportation
planning, civil engineering planning, and updates the features of different city/town planning.

Part II has the following contents. The Functions of Green Land Chapter not only includes
abundant materials, but also introduces some recent domestic and foreign researches, which re-
flect advanced areas of this subject. The kernel of the City Green Land System Plannir;g is to
recompose the city green land system, emphasizing city ecology, fulfilling scientific viewpoint
on development, adding biology diversity protection planning, city disaster & security system
planning, city green line management planning, and the methods used in those planning. Other
chapters, like Parks, Green Land Planning for Residential Areas and Industrial Areas, Streets
and Squares, are based on the practice in our country, supplement successful domestic and for-
eign cases, explore innovative concepts, to suit the time requirement. The Scenery and Recrea-
tion Area Planning Chapter mainly expatiates on successful experience in green space protection
and utilization in urban area, and the influence on ecological green lands and touristy agricul-
ture by rectification of agricultural structure.

City Green Land Planning emphasizes practice. Therefore, this book not only introduces
the knowledge of landscape architecture, but also makes the content more interesting, in order.
to improve the students” abilities to solve some practical problems.
