This is an exploratory research about the policy operating
process which consists of a five-stage system including the making,
the execution, the evaluation, the adjustment and the termination of
policy. The analysis of the system, as well as the exploration of its
operational law take up important part in policy science research.
Under the guidance of Marxism , this research presents a relatively
more systematic and initial analysis of policy operating process by
making use of methods such as the combination of history and logic,
macro-study and micro-study, theoretical and experimental discus-
sion.

The research is made up of eight chapters. Chapter one discus-
ses the fundamental problems such as concept, factors, nature,
characteristics, structure, status and functions of policy, etc.
Chapter two focuses upon the making of policy including policy
making system and its improvement, theoretical models, basis and
general procedures. Chapter three analyzes the execution of policy
containing its status and role, the process and means, principle and
model, along with the factor analysis. Chapter four concentrates on
the evaluation of policy such as its connotation and significance, its
standards and stages, its types and methods and its limitation.
Chapter five deals with the adjusting of policy covering the implica-

tion and features, causes and functions, foundation and sorts, and
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procedures and ways. Chapter six tackles the termination of policy
with the implication and role, targets and properties, foundation
and methods, and barriers and channels. Chapter seven selects 6
typical cases covering policy in decision making, execution, evalua-
tion, adjusting, development and changes. Chapter eight collects 5
major theses on policy study by the author in recent years.

Policy and strategy is the life of the Chinese Communist party.
This research helps the sound knowledge of policy operating
process, deepens the understanding of its laws and enhances its
quality. At the same time, the research is of some theoretical and
practical significance in bringing into playing the policy role and
function in rﬁodemizing socialism construction, speeding up the
construction of comfortable life in society and advancing the social-

ism of Chinese characteristics.
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
