When a syllable contains a single vowel only, the tone - mark is placed above the vowel
sound. When a syllable contains two or more vowels, the tone- mark should be placed above the
main vowel (the one pronounced more loudly and clearly), e. g. “ma@”, “ 30", “z2ud”. When a
tone - mark is placed above the vowel “i”, the dot over it should be omitted, e. g. “mi”.“jing”.
When “ iu” or “ ui ” comes, the tone - mark should be placed abbve the terminal vowel, e. g.
