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Mianyang Tourism: A Brief Introduction

Originally founded as Fuxian in the Western Han Dynasty (206 B.C.24 A..D.), Mianyang, which is now
located 98 kilometers to the north of Chengdu, has had a history of more than 2,200 years. Being listed in 2004
as one of the best Chinese tourist attractions, it stands at the southern end of ancient Shu Route and is a historic
site in the loop route of Jiuzhaigou.

With plenty of tourist resources, Mianyang excels in both home and abroad for its four unusual items:
beautiful ecological environments, centuries-old historical traditions, unique customs of the Tibetan and Qiang
People and advanced high-tech industries.

Born in Qinglianchang, Jiangyou in Mianyang, Li Bai was one of the greatest romantic poets in Chinese
history. The Li Bai Memorial Museum in Jiangyou, together with Li Bai's former residence in Qinglianchang,
serves the men of letters in the world as a holy place for their ['appreciating the elegant poems by the Fairy Poet
and seeking after the spiritual poesies of Chinal .

Well-known for its temple where the statue of Saint Wenchang, a literary Saint, resides, Qiqushan in
Zitong County is popular with people and has been lushly covered by thousands of acres of ancient cypresses,
which remind visitors of the old folksay that goes, [ Confucius excels in the North, and Wenchang in the South.

Being looked afar like a granary, Jiangyou's Douchuanshan, a 4A tourist site with the co-existence of
Buddhism and Taoism, features for its two huge perilous peaks that rise high and cut the hill like a gate in the
sky. Legendarily, it was here that, after resigning his position, Dou Ziming, once a dignitary in Tang Dynasty,
went hermit and, finally, became a celestial; it was here that, more than 1,400 years ago, Li Bai, in his teenage,
wrote his immortal poetry line that “axmen and ploughmen go in and out of picturized sceneries.

Famed as the ” Forbidden City  in remote mountains, Bao'en Temple in Pingwu County is located at a
point of the loop route of Jiuzhaigou and is magnificent for its exquisite architectures of the Ming Dynasty. It
neighbors on Wanglang Natural Reservation Zone, which is the Thome of Grand Pandas(], and Xuebaoding
Natural Reservation Zone, the crest of which is 5,588 meters high and is covered with snow all the year around
and, like a vast icy and solid reservoir, serves as headwaters of the Fujiang River. It is here that the Bai'ma
Tibetan People, recognized by the world as people wearing hats with white chicken feathers, reside.

The Museum of High-Tech, with its subjects covering the scientific fields of the A-Bombs, H-Bombs
and Satellites, of the greatest wind tunnels in Asia, of the history of computer science and of Changhong TV
technologies, has set an unusual example to industrial and technological tourism in our country.

It is said that Leizu, wife of Yellow Emperor from whom the Chinese peoples have descended, was born
in Golden Rooster Town in Yanting County, and that Leizu invented the approaches of raising silkworms and of
developing silk textile industry, leaving a scientific legacy of having ended the history of human being's stark-
nakedness.

As the legend has it, the Great Yu, founder of Xia Dynasty, was born in Yuli Town in Beichuan Qiang
A County, ded in bringing the flood under control, leaving us the story that Othrice he had

gone past his own house without even looking in. [

Known as 'Ithe hometown of Chinese gunpowder industry '], Laojunshan in Jiangyou mysticizes itself
as the biggest ancient gunpowder-producing-and-contributing place that has ever been found in the whole
country and attracts the people to explore the arcana of gunpowder-making.

Furthermore, some more historic or scenic sites also scatter in Mianyang. Among them are: Anxian
National Geologic Park, Ape King Cave in Beichuan, Dragon-seeking Hill in Anxian, Buddhist Saint Cave and
White Dragon Palace in Jiangyou, Qianfoshan Forest Park, Luofushan Spa Capital, Yuntaiguan Taoist Temple
in Santai, remains of ancient Qijiang Town, and the three national reservoirs, namely, Luban Lake, Xianhai
Lake and Baishui Lake.

As to the city parks, both Fuleshan and Xishan keep alive the romance of Three Kindoms. Additionally,
among the 40 star hotels in the city are 5 four-star hotels, 10 three-star hotels as well as 38 travel agencies.
Actually, Mianyang wonders the tourists by its satisfying tourism services and convenient reception facilities.
