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Jia Mu, born into noble, was a miss of Shi marquis family in

Jin Ling (NanJing). Her husband Jia Dai Shan succeeded his

father Jia Yuan Zhi’s rank of Rong Guo Gong, but died earlier.

She was the highest generation and the oldest one in Rong

Guo Fu and had the most authority and took charge of

everything. She favourited her grandson Jia BaoYu among

all her offsprings, often hindered her son Jia Zheng to sub-

ject Bao Yu too sternly. She always made excuses for Bao

Yu, holded that let him develope freely and considered that

none in the whole family could have a fate to get glory through

studying and joining imperial examinations. She did damage

to Bao Yu’s marriage, adopted exchange measure with Wang

Xi Feng to make Bao Yu to get married Xue Bao Chai.
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Yuan Yang confused to be a concubine of Jia She, though
Xing Fu Ren, her elder brother and sister-in-law again prac-
tised intimidation and bribery. She would rather play the part

of a Buddist nun than a concubine, said “Could push a cow’s

head under water to obey it drinking when it had no such

aspiration?” Later the trouble was over owing to Jia Mu’s
interference. After Jia Mu’s death, she also hung herself at

once.
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Hu Po, Jia Mu’s maid, the rank was only lower than Yuan

Yang’s. She often sought pleasure from making jokes together

with the other same generation girls. Once at banquet, her

face was put on the ovary and digestive glands of crab by Pin

Er. She was astonished and could not understand deeply when

she accidentally heared Wang Xi Feng who was always honey-

mouthed and dagger-hearted cried bitterly in the room.
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Sha Da Jie, a maid did heavy manual labour for Jia Mu from
fourteen or fifteen years old. She usually done silly things
out of ignorance of worldly-wise. She felt strange when she
picked up a sexy multicoloured perfume bag, and made it
widely known that arose a disturbance in Da Guan Yuan. Then
again she got news by accident, that Bao Yu would marry
Xue Bao Chai and revealed it regardless of gains and losses.
She wailed after suffering a snap and still felt wronged quiet
unaccountably.
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Lin Ru Hai was Jia Mu’s daughter Jia Min’s husband and
Lin Dai Yu’s father, the third person named Tan Hua as a
successful candidate in the highest imperial examinations in
his early years. He assumed main duty of Lan Tai Shi for
impeaching those unlawful officers and also for a time was
the officer of taking charge of salt in Yang Zhou district. Once
he invited Jia Yu Cun who was original a country officer had
been removed from the prosition to be an enlightenment
teacher for Dai Yu and meanwhile asked Jia Zheng to do
help for Jia Yu Cun’s renewal. After his wife Jia Min’s death,
he arranged Dai Yu to settle down in her grandmother’s home,
and he himself died of illness soon in Yang Zhou City.
