Prelude

Modern artist Fu Wenyan, whose another name is Zi-
mei, was born in Rengiu, Hebei Province, in an intellectual
family. His grandfather and uncles once passed the imperial
examination at province level. Their special hobby was calli-
graphy and painting. Wenyan was taught at home even
when he was a mere child. He spared no effort to trace the
merits of his family predecessors. At the beginning of the
Anti-Japanese War he was admitted into Shanghai Xinhua
Arts College to study Chinese and Western painting and
music. When his genius was first displayed, he was specially
appreciated by the President, Mr. Wang Yachen and was
accepted as his favorite disciple at Yunyin Chamber. Before
Mr. Wang went to America to give lectures, he introduced
Mr. Fu to study under Mr. Zhang Dagian's teaching, so he
got the chance to read widely the famous paintings and
calligraphy made in the Song, Yuan and later Dynasties. Mr.
Fu always imitated and followed them with heart and soul.
He imitated numerous works painted by the four Wangs, Wu
Weiye, Yun Nantian and the four famous monks of the early
Qing Dynasty. He also learned his art from Wen Zhengming,
Shen Zhou and Dong Xiangguang of the Ming Dynasty, and
even from great artists of the ancient Song and Yuan Dyna-
sties. He has achieved mastery through a comprehensive
study of their merits. Then he visited various famous mou-
ntains and rivers, learned from the Nature and knew its mys-
tery as well as the change of cloud and smoke. So he has
created a style of his own to express new ideas. Among the
disciples of Dafeng Studio only Wenyan can draw pictures
in the style of Zhang Dagian. Readers may find a Dagian in
Mr. Fu's strokes. His green-verdant landscape is elaborate,
elegant and beautiful. He also paints orchid, bamboo and
flower, charming, graceful and detached. In 50's his works
were sent to the painting competitions organized by the Cul-
tural Association and were often given superior prizes. His
calligraphy and painting have been on exhibition frequently
both at home and abroad and have won favourable com-
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
