vitamins have not been shown to prevent disease and that people cannot replace a healthy diet with

vitamins. But, who can say that we always eat healthily? Even if you try, you are faced with the
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problem where you can buy truly fresh food rich in vitamins. Especially if you live in a big city.

Lunches are often quick meals bought from a snack bar or stall. These meals have been
cooking for hours and most of the vitamins have been destroyed. People who work indoors often
suffer from vitamin D deficiency. '

The real problem, is in the fact that few of us eat a healthy well-rounded diet: a diet appro-
priate to the needs of our environment or the changes that take place in our bodies from time to
time.

He thinks his father was
murdered but he does not dare to tell others. One night Hamlet
dreams of his father. He talks to his father, who tells his son he
has been murdered by his brother Claudius. Hamlet hates the mur-
derer very much and he decides to kill Claudius.

The struggle between Hamlet and Claudius is increasing. Claudius pays close attention to
Hamlet. Hamlet pretends to have gone mad.

To expose Claudius, Hamlet thinks of a plan: a group of actors are engaged to perform a
play that recalls his father’s murder. When Claudius appears deeply affected by the performance
and leaves the hall before the play is ended, Hamlet knows he is right. To get rid of Hamlet,
Claudius sends Hamlet to England with his two men, who used to be Hamlet’ s friends and now
are ordered to spy on him and kill him.
