¢» There are yes / no questions, wh-questions, alternative duestjons, and tag
questions. Yes / no questions, which are introduced by an auxiliary verb, require
either a yes or no response:
U Is this your bag?
U Did you receive my letter?
() Have you found a new job yet?

Alternative questions offer two or more alternative answérs for listeners to
choose: |
Q Should I telephone you or send an email?
U What would you like, tea or coffee?

©  Wh-questions, on the other hand, are introduced by a wh- word, and they require
a specific response: '
Q What happened?
U Where do you work?
O Who won the Cup Final in 20027

Questions are sometimes added to the end of a statement, in which case they are
called tag questions. The question tag usually consists of an auxiliary verb and a
pronoun. An affirmative statement has a negative tag and a negative statement has an
affirmative tag: '

- O All the trains have a restaurant car, don’t they?
O Sheila didn’t have to change train if she took the 18:43 express, did she?
Q Henry likes opera, doesn’t he? ' -
O You’re the new secretary, aren’t you?
