@ Statements are by far the most common type. They give information:
O David plays the piano.
Q I hope you can come tOmMOITrow.
O We’ve forgotten the milk.

@ Questions are used to ask for information.
© There are yes / no questions (—f%E 1)) , wh-questions (FFFR%E R f1)) , al-
ternative questions (ZEFEEEI %)), and tag questions (Pt n%E 1)) . Yes / no

© Alternative questions offer two or more alternative answers for listeners to choose:
U Should I telephone you or send an email?
U What would you like, fea or coffee?

© Wh-questions, on the other hand, are introduced by a wh- word, and they require
a specific response:
O What happened?
( Where do you work?
U Who won the Cup Final in 2002?

O Questions are sometimes added to the end of a statement, in which case they are
called tag questions. The question tag usually consists of an auxiliary verb and a pronoun.
An affirmative statement has a negative tag and a negative statement has an affirmative
