EXPLANATORY NOTES

This Chinese Character Exercise Book, consisting of two volumes, provides supplemen-
tary material for the revised edition of Elementary Chinese Readers, Books One and Two.
It has been specially compiled to help foreign learners master the writing of Chinese
characters. The initial exercises illustrate the proper way of writing individual strokes
and the basic rules of stroke order for Chinese characters; then the structure
of various characters is analyzed. After the learner has become familiar with more
characters, characters similar in meaning are put together to demonstrate some princi-
ples of the structure of characters.

The methods of practising the writing of characters are primarily the traditional Chinese
methods of tracing and copying as well as some other methods specially devised for
foreign learners. This book can be used by students studying on their own, but will
yield even better results if used under the supervision of a teacher.
