In the center of the mark, there are two chinese characters Kung Tzu (Confucius), which are
combined together and embellished with nine round cloud patterns, representating
the “nine continents of the china proper” in ancient China.

Outside, six square thunder patterns symbolize the “six horizontal and vertical
directions” of the universe--north, south, east, west, up and down.

This mark symbolizes that Confucius’ idea of the Great Harmony Community
