It covers an arey of 8,227
square Km and has a population of 5. 27 million, including a 2. 34 million urban
residents.

Jinan has convenient communications and transport,is the hub of communications of
Shandong Pravince, The Beijing—Shanghai and Qingdao — Jinan raitways meet 1n the city
proper. Highways radiate in all directions. Jinan— (hngdao expressway has been put into
service in 1993, The newly — built international airport is in the east suburb of the city. There
are [lights to more’than forty big or medium—sized cities, conveying passengers and goods.

Jinan's  telecommunication facilities have been considerably perfected. The messages can
be transmitted ditectly with 174  countries gnd regions as well as over 200  cities at home.

Today,education, seience, technology. bygiene, culture and recreationzl activities are
more [lourishing than cver before. Now Jinan has mote than 40 institutes, calleges and
universities .64 secondary technical schools,over 200 scientific reseurch institetes with more
than 25(, 000 research pesonnel.taking the first place in Shandong Province. Jinan has 14
specialized art organizations and 162  social institutes, Acrobatics ,Beiping opera, .U opera and
Quyi have enjoyed high fame all aver the country. Actobatic programs have won the awatrd of
gold cup many times in the world™ competition. Jinan™  historical relics, libraries,
publication . press , broadcast and television represent the highest level of Shandong Provinee. In
handiecrafts production,Shandong embroidery . frather patchwork,silk [owers and the imnitation
of an ancient black pottery ail have a strong national flavour. The city has more than 1300
medical and bygiene establishments,including 180 hospitals with | 8,000 beds. About 30,
000 health experts gnd workers are at work,

Jinan High and New Technical Industry Development Zone,is the largest intelligence and
technology concentrated area in Shandong Province. There are ten institules, calieges and
universities, 44 seientific research institutions in the development rone. Transportation and
communications are convenient. Water —supply .electriciry —supply and gas  supply facilities
have been considerabily perfected.

The development zone has fine industry base and over 60  (ore enterprises,such as
Langchao Group Corp. and Qingqgi Group corp. . All these provide it with lfavourable
conditions to develop the outward —aoriented economy.
