it with all peoples.

" In recent years,the work of application has seen an increasingly favourable

situation and social environment and aroused the strong responses among all
walks of life due to the importance attached to it by the Nanjing Municipal
Party Committee and the Municipal People's Government, the constant appeal
of the Municipal Peoples Congress and the Political Consultative Conference,
the participation of the news media, the study and proof of experts and
scholars, the cooperation of tourist service departments, and the hard work
for many vyears of cullural relics and urbhan construction departments.The
influence of the application project has now spread throughoutl the country
and drawn the increasing attention of the friendly personages abroad.

The City Wall of the Ming Dynasty, with its potential cultural value
and its attribute as a world cultural heritage., has been considerably intensified
and widely recognized.

Against this background.a series of activities for promoting the application
project for the City Wall of the Ming Dynasty have been co—sponsored by six

units, namely ,Nanjing Municipal Committee of Chinese Peasants' and Workers'
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Democratic Party, Nanjing Construction Committee, Nanjing Planning and
Program Bureau, Nanjing Cultural Relics Bureau, Qixia Construction Group
and Nanjing Daily.In 1999, a photography contest entitled “Love of the City
Wall” was held successfully.Within as short as two months, the Organizing
Committee received over 1000 photos from all circles of the society.These
photo works, from different angles, reflected the history as well as the
status quo of the City Wall of the Ming Dynasty.

On this basis, the six units decided to publish a large picture album “
Past,Present and Future of the City Wall of the Ming Dynasty of Nanjing”,
as one of the reference documents for the application project. The album
consists of four parts: the historical achievements, the historical changes,
the status quo and the future planning Nanjing Cultural Relics Bureau provided
large amounts of historical materials for the enrichment and the academic
value of the album.

The City Wall of the Ming Dynasty , which has stood around Nanjing
for more than 600 years and bathed in the sunshine of the new century,
has, for the first time, seen a relatively comprehensive “Photo Album” of
its own.This is the inevitable outcome of the cultural location the time has
bestowed upon the City Wall,as well as the result of the high attention of
the governmental departments, and the support of the whole society. It is
also a sincere and deserved repay for Nanjing people who have a strong love

for the City Wall of the Ming Dynasty—a precious cultural relic of theirown.
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
