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ABSTRACT

“The Psychology of Chinese Characters” is a pioneering aca-
demic monograph in which a brand-new system of the psychology of
Chinese characters is established. In this book, a series of new aca-

Furthermore, he has probed into the cultural psychological connota-
tion of the Chinese characters, explored the relations between the
