for the Englishspeaking tourists who intend to travel in
China by train,

This book gives a brief introduction to the main
railway routes for tuorists in China as well as the places
of interest along the routes, the regulations of Chinese
railways about such necessary procedures as booking,
riding, transferring and luggage-checking and other
knowledge related to train-riding in China,

The book consists of four parts, namely, railway
touring in China, at the railway station, on the train
and other relevant information, Fach part consists of
several chapters, which is in turn divided into three



items, namely, sentences commonly used, short dialogues,
words and expressions, All the items are arranged with
English expressions and its Chinese equivalent side by
side for easy reading as well as for communicating
between the tourists with the Chinese people,

Since China has so many places of interest, the
interest of visitors varies and travelling involves many
factors, this book may not satisfy all the needs of the
travellers, All criticism and suggestions to improve this
