E Rambling Notes on Jinan

“Suppose in your imagination thare is an ancient city with sleeping giant towers,
narrow roads paved with stones. wide and thick city walls buill from stone and a
clear brook flowing round the city wall, on the bank of which are little girls in red
jackets and green trousers. That is Jinan."

"God bestows the art of summer to Switzerland, that of the spring 1o the West
Lake in China and that of the spring and winter to Jinan.”

These words can be seen in Some Images, a prose collection published in 1931
by Lac She, a famous Chirese wriler. Elegant, exquisite, moving and poetic, that is
Jinar: in the writer's writings.

Jinan, with its long history, is one of the important birthplaces of Chinese civilization.
The archaeological excavations have proved that as much as eight thousand years
ago duning the early period of the Neolithic Age, there were human societies in the
area of Jinan. Chengzi Cliff in its eastern suburb, which has yielded traces of the
Longshan Culture {4,000--4 600 years ago) marked by distinctive black pottery,
indicates that Jinan as a city has a history of over 4,000 years.

Jinan's ancient history yields pretty and charming scenic spots; Jinan's clear spring
water nourishes its warm-hearted and forthright people.

Jinan is renowned as the "City of Springs™ owing to its numerous springs.

When taking a stroll around Jinan, one can witness the flowing transparent springs
among the ancient alleys and polar trees along the wide avenues Liu E, a novelist
of the late Qing Dynasty, described the beautiful scenery of Jinan in detail in The
Travels of Lao Can: "Every family drinks spring water and cultivates polar trees.”
Daming Lake, which is formed by gathered water from four of the best-known springs
in the city proper. the Baotu, Pearl, Black Tiger and Five-Dragon Pond, and the
Thousand-Buddha Mountain at the south of the city, constitute a distinct scenery
with unigque charms.

Jinan is located in the central part of Shandong Province. To the south it leans
against Mount Tai and to the north borders on the Yellow River. Jinan, the capital of
Shandong Provinge on China's east coast, is the province's political, economic,
cullural, scientific, technolegical and educational center, a coastal city opening to
the outside world and one of the major nine financial centers throughout the country,

Jinan has jurisdiction over five districts [Lixia, Shizhong, Huaiyin, Tiangiac and
Licheng), four counties (Changging. Pingyin, Shanghe and Jiyang) and Zhanggiu
City, with a total area of 8,154 square kilomelers and & population of 5.63 million.
