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National Flag

On September 27, 1949, the First Plenary Session of the National Committee of
the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference adopted the “Resolution
on the Capital, Annals, National Anthem and National Flag of the People’s
Republic of China,” all attending the meeting approved: the national flag of the
People’s Republic of China is a five-stared flag against red background,
symbolizing the unity of the revolutionary Chinese people. On October 1, 1949,

the first five-stared red flag was slowly raised at Tian’anmen Square.
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National Emblem

On June 28, 1950, the eighth session of the Central People’s Government
Committee adopted the design of the national emblem of the People’s Republic
of China and the explanation about the design. On September 20, 1950, the
Central People’s Government announced the order about the national emblem
of the People’s Republic of China. Just before the National Day in 1950, the first

national emblem was put up on Tian’anmen Rostrum.
