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Abstract

In a historical and ethnological study method, with a new field of
view, omnibearing and varied points of view. This thesis carefully exam-
ined those minorities of Hui — hui, Qarlua, Argun, Kangit, Qipchag, A-
sut, Russ, Juhud, and Erkegun which dwelled in western CongLing Re-
gion during the Mongoliaaq — Yuan time. The main purpose is to find the
causes, conditions and process of their migration — to — east; and also it
intends to show their chiwese distribution, occupation construction, social
status, economic activity and the state of cultural identification. Mean-
while, the author completely and systematically probed into the Western
Region’ culture’ east — dissemination with its influences. It points out
the characteristics of Western Regioners’ migration — to — east in Yuan
Dynasty and also shows its positive effects to the East and West ethnic
cultural development. As a result, it reveals the deep meaning of the East
and West cultural exchanging at their historical peak in Yuan Dynasty.
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
