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Preface

Elementary Conversational Chirese one of the
spoken Chinese textbooks designed for students
of Chinese as a foreign language. Its aim is to
help those with a knowledge of elementary Chi-
nese to learn common expressions and basic sen-
tence patterns used in everyday Chinese.

There are 21 lessons in the book, all in the
form of situational dialogues. Each lesson con-
sists of five parts; text, new words, notes on
words and expressions, exercises (substitution
drills, pattern drills, etc. ), and supplementary
words and expressions. A list of commonly used
classroom terminology is provided before the
texts and a glossary index is furnished at the
end.

The lessons are arranged from easy to diffi-

cult and cover a wide variety of topics designed

to meet the practical needs of students in their
daily communications. The exercises are varied
and plentiful, all intended to enable students to
converse fluently in Chinese. Textbooks of simi-
lar kind from other universities were used as ref-
erences in compiling this book.

Since 1984, the book has been periodically
improved and updated. It was recommended as
one of the first group of teaching material by the
Textbook Researching Group in the Association
of Teaching Chinese as a Foreign Language un-
der China Higher Education Society in December
1986. Later, it was approved as a regular text-
book by the State Leading Group of Teaching
Chinese as a Foreign Language.

There are two versions of this textbook .
the Chinese-English edition and the Chinese-
Japanese edition. The English translations are

provided by Yu Ling.
