Listening Comprehension is part of Introductory Chinese
a course intended to build up the student’s listening comprehen-
sion skills. Accompanied by tapes, Listening Comprehension
is a teacher’s guide, while Listening Comprehension Workbook
is for use by students.

The first eight lessons of Listening Comprehension deal with
Chinese phonetics. They contain such exercises as listening
to and reading new sounds, distinguishing different sounds
and tones, and spelling out syllables orally and in writing.

Lessons 9—44 dedl with expressions from everyday life
as exemplified in dialogues. Students are required to listen
to the taped texts first, and while listening for a second time, to
complete the exercises in the Listening Comprekension Work-
book. ‘

There are various types of exercises relating to these les-
sons, including multiple choice, true-or-false, and question and
answer type exercises. Before beginning the exercises, the
student should be familiar with the instructions, either by listen-
ing to the teacher or by reading the English explanations.

Few words and grammatical points beyond those in Lis-
tening and Speaking are introduced; where new words are given
their English equivalents and pinyin are also given.
