This book is about the studies on several important issues in
technical economics in the development of modern agricuture of
Guangdong, consisting of 6 chapters. Chapter one investigates
the development trend of modern agriculture of developed coun-
tries, analyses the general goal, basic requirements and evalu-
ation indexes of agricultural modernization of the Zhujiang River
Delta, and proposes ten basic conclusions about the develop-
ment of modern agriculture. Chapter two analyses the change of
the international trading environment of agricultural products and
its impacts on agricultural development, and studies the change
of the gross export, composition of export commodities, market
structure, and main characteristics and restrictive factors of a-
gricultural product export. Combining the New Trade Theory
with the Competitive Advantage Theory, this part constructs a
competitiveness framework to conduct an empirical analysis of
the international competitiveness of agricultural products, and
then presents strategies and measures to improve the competi-
tiveness of agricultural products. Chapter three discusses the
characteristics of agricultural investment, the innovative course
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of the investment system, the changing characteristics of invest-
ment structure, and the efficiency and contribution of agricultural
investment. The changing environment in which agriculture uti-
lizes the foreign capitals and the features and efficiency of using
foreign capital are also studied. Some basic judgments about
the relationship of agricultural investment, agricultural growth
and farmer income are proposed. Chapter four systematically
studies the agricultural protection policies and measures the pro-
tection degree. Based on the objectives of agricultural protec-
tion and international experience, this part proposes adjust-
ments of agricultural protection policies. -Chapter five analyses
the organizational forms and technical systems of agricultural in-
tegration in developed countries, and studies the industrializa-
tion of sustainable and high efficient agriculture in Xingxing. And
then fruit industrialization in South China and utilization of agri-
cultural waste material in Xinxing as two cases are also studied.
The last chapter evaluates technical projects of sustainable and
high efficient agriculture based on the theory and method of
technical economics.
