Do You Know? § (1) Chinese Names

Chinese surnames are mostly one — character names. The most common ones are Zhang,
Wang, Li, Zhao, Qian, Liu, Zhou, Zheng, Gao, Guo, Niu, Ma, Qi, Yang and so on. There
are also two — character surnames called compound surnames. The common ones are Ouyang,
Sima, Dongfang, Shangguan and so on. In Chinese names, the surname always comes first and
the first name second, for example, “Zhang Lan”, “Li Weidong”. People are given one — charac-
ter names as well as two — character names, for example, “Wang Ping”, “Zhao Daming”,
“Ouyang Yuging” ... Children are often given pet names, mostly composed of reduplicated char-
acters, such as “Mingming”, “Lanlan” ... or with the word “xiac” preceding the last word of

the name, such as “Xiaoging”, “Xiaoming”. People often use meaningful characters for names.
